You can also:

-bring in your own laptop and
have access to the wireless net-
work in all campus libraries.

-use photocopiers to reproduce
the publications that you need,
according with Copyright Regula-
tion.

Please check with the library
staff if particularly valuable
works can be photocopied. If
they cannot, alternative solu-
tions may be found.

Three libraries one system

The University of Bergamo’s three
libraries (Humanities Library, Eco-
nomics and Law Library, and Engi-
neering Library) are the service
points of a single library system.
Go to your Department’s Library
in order to find subject collections
for your courses, but remember
that you can also apply other li-
braries for resources or services.

Web site

Keep tabs on the Libraries Sistem
web site at
http://servizibibliotecari.unibg.it
so as to be updated on news and
resources.

In the library you can:

-read books and journals available
on open shelves in the reading
rooms;

-find reading lists books;

-borrow and reserve books;

-make suggestions for acquisitions;
-make copies of what you need in
accordance with copyright regula-
tions;

-ask for books and articles from
other libraries;

-get help with bibliographical re-
search and information search and
retrieval;

-search on databases, catalogues,
electronic publications and other
internet resources;

-connect your laptop to the uni-
versity network and to the Inter-
net.

How do I find the books | need?

You can search for a book in the online catalogue by
title, author, subject or keyword. You can also check
whether it is available and find its library call num-
ber.

How can | get hold of the books | need?

Most of the books you are looking for will be on the
shelves in the reading rooms. The call number indi-
cates where to find them. Once you have the book
you need, you can ask to borrow it at the desk. If the
book you are looking for is in closed stacks, you have
to fill in a request form at the desk.

For how long can | borrow a book?

Loans last 30 days, except for course reading texts,
which can be borrowed for 15 days. Don’t keep
books beyond their return dates, otherwise you risk
having your borrowing rights temporarily suspended.
If no-one has reserved the book, you can renew the
loan by taking the book with you to the library. In the
alternative, you can connect to the online catalogue,
identify yourself and renew the loan in to make your
reservation online.

Recommendations, claims
and suggestions

Use the online form to submit
your recommendations for
books, suggestions for impro-
ving library services or claims.

Reading List:

Books in course reading lists are
available in more than one copy
so as to ensure that at least one
is in library for instant use.
Select the online Reading List,
choose your course, and look for
the books that you need.

In addition you can find referen-
ces, journals, databases or web
resources that librarians have
selected for you in order to help
you to go deeper into the sub-
ject you are studying.

About BiGsearch?

BiGsearch is an integrated system for bi-
bliographic research enabling you to
search across many print and online col-
lections.

It lets you find and access resources
alongside managing your loans and item
requests.

Choose to explore:

-All resources: to search across the Online
Public Access Catalogue (OPAC), databases,
electronic journals, e-books, free on-line con-
tents ;

-Libraries OPAC: Search print collections -
books, journals, papers - and subscribed
ejournals and databases titles ;

Ask in the Interlibrary Loan

Office for help in searching
for and finding the docu-
ments you are looking for.
Even if your library does not
have a copy of the book or
article you are looking for, it
can get it for you by borro-
wing it or getting a copy
from other libraries in Italy
and abroad.
